Medical Mission Trips 

There are several aspects of this mission 

opportunity that make it unique. First 

and foremost, we seek to offer ongoing 

care. We return to the same villages 

quarterly. By using this model, we have 

been able to treat chronic conditions, and 

monitor progression of disease and 

response to therapy. It has been very 

rewarding to see hypertensive and 

diabetic patients become controlled and 

symptomatically improved! Additionally, 

we have developed relationships with 

local health care workers and facilities. 

This partnership has been instrumental in 

opening opportunities to serve and meet 

needs that would not otherwise be 

possible. Our trips have not only been 

welcomed but encouraged and 

strengthened because of this cooperative 

relationship. Many international mission 

organizations have considered Belize a 

"reached nation". Because of this, many 

organized groups have greatly curtailed or 

ceased missionary work in this country. 

Most of the people with whom we come 

in contact have a cursory knowledge of 

Jesus, but the seed has been sown in such 

shallow manner, there is no depth of 

relationship with the Savior. Rather than 

be another group that does a one-time 

VBS or hands out gospel tracts, we feel it 

is more significant to SHOW these people 

the love of Jesus, in addition to telling 

them about His love. Most have heard 

about it, but need to see it in action. 

This is the most important component of 

our mission work. By offering healing to 

their bodies, we can extend that 

relationship into a knowledge of the 

healing power of Jesus Christ. YOU will 

be their example of the Great Physician!
